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7) 1673 April 8: Richard Hubble sold to Henrick Henrickson 2 acres in great meadow bounded on the
northeast by William Odell...
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8) 1673: Richard Hubble buys from Henry Lyon 54 acres with house, barn, orchard. Bounded on the
west by the highway that runs between Henry Jacksons land and the said land. On the north with the
common land and Richard Williams...also land on the other side of the brook being 19 acres bordered
on the northwest with the highway and James Bennets. One the northeast with Mother? Sherwood, on
the southeast with the Cooks on the southwest with James Edwards ad James Bennet. Possibly another
6 acres of meadow, bounded by the river.

9) 1673 Feb 3: Richard bought from Andrew Ward 2 acres in the home meadow, bounded by the
highway, William Odel...George Squire...Possibly another 3 acres of meadow and another 5 acres of
land in the upland

10) 1673 Feb 3: Richard Hubble granted from the town his building lot, pasture lot of 40 acres..

11) 1674 March 30: Richard Hubble buys from Elizabeth Tours 4 acres of meadow..bounded by
Richard Osborn and John Wakeman, Thomas Lyons and on the northwest by the uplands

12) 1674 March 31: Richard Hubble bought from John Burr a parcel of meadow (1 acre) bounded by
the Uncoway River on the west? and the uplands on the north
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13) 1684 Feb 27: Richard signs land agreement as a member of the town committee.
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14) 1695 Nov 4?: Samuel Hubbell (#5) of Fairfield sells to Capt Thomas Edwards of Stratford some
land.
